Many well intentioned people are concerned about “the children” – “our grandchildren” when discussing our same sex 
attracted sons and daughters enjoying the privileges and responsibilities that come with marriage. But many forget 
“marriage and children” are no longer a given, regardless of the sexual orientation of the couple. 

Furthermore, if you are truly concerned about “our grandchildren” please be aware the only problem “our 
grandchildren” encounter is ignorance and lack of support by the general community, along with the usual problems 
children encounter in life, just like in your family. And finally, the parental support and love our grandchildren receive 
from their parents and us, their extended family, is like that which you have provided for your children.

So if you really care about “our grandchildren” please encourage our federal government to legislate for marriage 
equality because this will be the greatest gift you can give “the children” – “our grandchildren”. It will remove stigma 
and prevent “the children” – “our grandchildren” from being seen as second rate 
and show their family is just like anyone else’s, not perfect but something to 
be proud of.
